Message from the Principal

Dear Parents/Guardians,

This week has been extremely busy with students nearing the end of topics in several subjects. The two areas of the school which
were this was most noticeable were Global Perspectives, where students were engaged in raising awareness of the environmental
impact of the fashion industry, and Chinese, where our students engaged with a variety of activities including games and
storytelling designed to further develop their vocabulary.

Global Perspectives

Year 5 pupils have taken on the challenge to deliver eggs in perfect condition. Though each top-secret task might give an
advantage or a disadvantage, the students have made great efforts, with most of them creating innovative ideas to

achieve the shared outcome. This provides a great opportunity for students to improve their communication skills and
reflecton how they solve any disagreements. Good job, Year 5s!




Chinese

This term, KS1 FCL students enjoyed learning Chinese through fun and
engaging games! Year 1 students practised simple phrases like “/RAU{+24
?” (What's your name?), “ftB21?” (Who is he?) through interactive
activities and role-playing games. Year 2 students expanded their
vocabulary with topics like “FeBIZZA” (My family) and “FAY3EIB” (My
sister), using storytelling and games to reinforce their learning. These
activities helped the children build their Chinese language skills in a playful
and memorable way!

This term, KS2 FCL students had a fantastic time learning Chinese with a
variety of engaging activities! They practiced new phrases like “BI{E/ L,
M?” (What time is it?), and “BEEBEEFAFH" (There are two books in
the bag). In addition, they explored topics such as “FHIEIZE" (My
classmates), “FeIFZE_EZ" (I ride my bike to school), and “4R3AEMHE) L
?” (Where does your family live?), all while strengthening their
conversational skills. Students also learned about daily routines,
including “BRIRNIZEIEL” (1 eat bread for breakfast). With these fun and
dynamic lessons, students expanded their Chinese vocabulary and
gained confidence in speaking and understanding the language.



This term, KS3 students explored a range of engaging topics in
Chinese, including FAY7EE (My Room) and FHYZR (My Family),
focusing on vocabulary related to home and family. They also
learned about f#E5iz5] (Health and Exercise) and 7<fi (Clothes),
expanding their vocabulary in these areas. Students practiced
phrases like “FREEIE]IE” (I'm painting), enhancing their speaking
and listening skills. These lessons helped students build confidence
in using Chinese in everyday situations.

Through the SRE{K{E series, standard Chinese language learners
develop all four skills—listening, speaking, reading, and writing.
For example, in Rk {H¥1A Lesson 4, students practice speaking
and listening with dialogues like “B¢EIRFTIEEK” (I like playing
basketball), while reading and writing are emphasized in lessons
like I RLKE1B Lesson 17, “BefiJHITIH” (Our Festivals). As
students progress through the series, they engage in activities
such as role-plays, reading stories, and writing about cultural
topics, helping them build their language skills in real-life contexts.
