Concurrently throughout the week, our Bollywood dancers have been rehearsing their 
performance which was professionally recorded today by a videographer and will be shared in the coming weeks. We hope our relationship 
with Larrakeyah Primary School continues to flourish and that Invictus Bukit Timah students will take up the invitation to visit Australia in the 
near future. For now our Larrakeyah friends are preparing to fly back to Australia early tomorrow morning and we wish them a swift and safe 
journey home.
