The school is situated on a quiet one-way road, but it's important that children are aware of our expectations
regarding safe departure and arrival. To this end, pupils will receive their annual reminder regarding road safety
next week from their tutors. The school has previously contacted the local authority regarding traffic calming
options, but has been unsuccessful.
