Dear Parents/Guardians,

Today I had the pleasure of supporting our PE Department with Year 5 football. Our students carried out a range of drills to warm up before a 
match. I witnessed some excellent ball control and great defending, which eventually resulted in a goalless draw. Later I supported our Art 
Department with Year 6 and their magazine cover project. I was impressed by the range of ideas and attention to detail our students had while 
developing their ideas into outcomes that communicated both the identity and uniform of the imaginary school they had created.

Earlier today I met with two representatives from the LTA, and we monitored traffic together between 07:45 and 08:30. We agreed that the 
traffic around the school was heavy and moving at speeds potentially unsafe for children and parents attempting to cross the road.

Road Safety
