STEAM week 2025!
Next week is STEAM week here at Invictus Bukit Timah!

Additional Notes

priority. Water bottles would be mandatory for all PE lessons. For those with regular field 
activities, a thermal water bottle is highly recommended to ensure they stay cool and 
refreshed throughout their sessions.
