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STEAM week 2025!
What a week it has been!  We have seen so many activities 
across so many subjects - all with the aim of encouraging 
enthusiasm and participation in Science, Technology, 
Engineering, Arts and Maths!  The theme this year is Change & 
Adapt and all week students have been noticing how much 
change and adaptation is in our everyday lives and studies at 
school.  Over the next few pages we will share some of the 
things we have explored this week!



STEAM week 2025!
Key Stage 1 have been extremely busy this STEAM week!  Growing plants and 
observing how they change as they grow, making changes to wire for art, thinking 
about their teeth and how to keep them clean, measuring  change in their maths 
lessons using different shaped containers to estimate and measure volume and next 
week they will visit the zoo and will  think about  animal adaptations too! It’s hard to 
keep track of you guys this week!

Manipulating wire to create angles, bends and curves for their art. 



STEAM week 2025!
Experimenting with how bad fizzy drinks can be for teeth and 
seeing how difficult it can be to clean them well!  



STEAM week 2025!
Key stage 2 have done some acting as part of their 
STEAM WEEK in the science lab! They are acting in 
the different ways that marine animals act due to 
their adaptations and doing some yoga!  This is 
turtle pose!  Some students played a light and 
shadow game in Chinese and discovered ways to 
manage an epidemic using the game Pandemic!



STEAM week 2025!
Students in year 4 are learning the topic ‘my 
school’ in their Chinese lessons.  This week 
they made a school model using lollipop 
sticks.  It looks fantastic and they are 
discovering engineering concepts too!



STEAM week 2025! Key stage 2 have also 
done some 
crystallisation 
experiments with 
baking soda and salt 
to try and extract 
crystals from 
saturated solutions 
that they made 
themselves!  They 
change and adapted 
the conditions they 
were growing them 
in!  Ask your child 
what they did in this 
task!



STEAM week 2025!
Key stage 3 students have participated in a variety of different tasks this week connected 
to their curriculum and also to the theme ‘Change & Adapt’.  Year 8 have looked at 
flooding and droughts using the European Space Agency satellite data!  They also 
researched, designed and built model flood proof houses!  We will be testing them with 
hosepipes next week to see how flood proof they really are!



STEAM week 2025! Year 7 learned how 
to adapt and change 
a basic recipe for 
bath bombs to make 
colourful, scented 
and fizzy bath 
bombs in class. Then 
we tested the 
different bombs in 
beakers of water 
and experimented 
with different water 
temperatures to see 
if that changed the 
rate of the bath 
bomb reactions!



STEAM week 2025!
Year 9 experimented with a simplified steam distillation technique to try and collect 
the essential oils (or at least hydrosols) and scents from fruits and spices.  This was 
some excellent chemistry work and the students enjoyed combining different 
sources to make delicious smells!



STEAM week 2025!
Today students from Key Stage 3 visited The Art of Banksy exhibition in Orchard.   
They enjoyed interacting with the exhibits and immersing themselves in the 
artworks.  Students then drew their favourite piece.  In preparation for the trip 
students have been working on their own graffiti tags and made some pop up art 
of their own whilst off campus!

Swimming Lessons (Year 1,2,3,7,8 & 9)
